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Alexander Schmalcz received his first piano lessons as a member of the ,Dresdner
Kreuzchor”. He studied at the conservatory in Dresden, then transferred to the Utrecht
conservatory and finished his studies with lain Burnside and Graham Johnson at the
,Guildhall School of Music and Drama" in London, where he won the Gerald Moore Award
1996 and the Megan Foster Accompanist Price. With his piano trio he won the competition
+Nederlands Impresariaat” in 1995.

Beside performances at music festivals such as the ,Schubertiade Schwarzenberg”, the
.Salzburger Festspiele”, the ,Schleswig-Holstein Musik Festival”, the ,Schwetzinger
Festspiele”, the ,Tanglewood Festival” or the ,Prager Friihling”, he also visits the big music
centres of Europe, America, Japan and Corea for guest appearances. The demanded piano
accompanist performes in many concert venues, such as ,Wigmore Hall” in London,

Alexander Schmalcz is professor at the Hochschule fir Musik und Theater ,Felix
Mendelssohn Bartholdy” in Leipzig and teaches in worldwide masterclasses.

Since the season 2010/2011, he has been the curator of a series of recitals hostet by the
Hamburger Symphoniker in the Laeiszhalle.

His extensive music repertoire is documented by diverse recordings for radio and
television stations such as NHK, BBC, BR, SWR and the broadcasting service of the
Netherlands. His CD recordings contain music of Mozart, Silcher, Schubert, Schumann,
Brahms, Wagner and Franz Liszt.
